• All volunteers including volunteers that assist with set up and clean up after the events for 

over 5 ½ hrs will be included in the volunteer recognition special events.  

• NSBS Members who do not volunteer will not receive an invitation to these special events; 

however, membership will continue and they will be able to attend meetings and have a 

vote at general meetings. 

• Volunteers who are part of a non-profit organization which receives a monetary donation 

from the North Shore Bavarian Society are not included in the individual policy.

29th, 1983, and is made up of members from various communities.
